    This questionnaire is an informal assessment, to help both of us assess if you’re ready for a PWD puppy in your family and home!  We want the best fit for both you and our pup in finding a safe, happy, and fulfilling forever-home, so thank you in advance for filling out this questionnaire!  We’ll take it by sections, starting with basic contact info, followed by details about your home/family (important factors for a new family member coming in), and then questions about what you expect from life with a PWD puppy.
NOTE: Please be honest, as none of these answers are a ‘hard pass’ by any means.  They simply shows us opportunities to chat with you further – if necessary.
ALSO NOTE: If you are buying this puppy as a gift for someone outside of your household, then we will need them to go over this questionnaire and be the ones to sign the puppy ownership contract with us.  We care very much about where our puppies wind up, and we will require contact with the future owner before the puppy leaves our custody.  We are not a good option for surprise puppies for friends or non-immediate relatives.

Home and Family Details:
1. Can you tell us about the humans in your family?  (How many adults, how many children, ages of everyone, etc., anyone your puppy will regularly interact with.)
2. Do all members of your household want a puppy?  If no, then why?
3. Do all members of your household want a PWD puppy?  If no, then why?
4. Do you have other free-roaming pets in your home?  This includes cage residents who are given some non-cage time.  Please list each pet, their species, age, and personality.  (If they are a dog, then are they intact, or spayed/neutered?)
5. If you have other dogs, then then are you willing to keep them out of high-traffic dog areas (dog parks, doggie daycare, popular walking paths) for a month before your puppy comes home, and for the many months your puppy requires before they are fully immunized against parvo?  (This includes the two weeks after the final shot for it to take effect.)
6. Please describe the setting of your home (inner-city, suburbs, rural, water/river access, mountains, etc.)
7. Do you own or rent your home?  (if you rent, then does your lease permit a pet, and more specifically, does it permit a pet in need of potty training?)
8. Do you have access to a yard?  Is it fenced in?

PWD Puppy Expectation Questions
1. Are you a first-time dog owner?
2. Have you raised a puppy before?  (If so, please describe your experience, and the dog you trained?)
3. Have you ever needed to return a pup to its breeder, or relinquish it in another manner?  If so, please describe the situation.
4. How did you first hear about PWDs?
5. What experiences, if any, do you have with PWDs?
6. What draws you to the PWD breed, in general?
7. Please describe what you’d hope to get out of your relationship with your new PWD puppy (Personality, behaviors, etc.).
8. Who will be the primary caretaker of the puppy in your home?  (If not you, then please describe their experience with raising puppies?)
9. Will someone in your household be home with the puppy during the days?  If not, then what arrangements do you plan to make for when the puppy is home alone?  How many hours per work day, on average, would the puppy be home alone for?
10. Will the puppy be sleeping in your room with you?  If not, then what arrangements do you plan to make for when the puppy is asleep?
11. Portuguese Water Dogs are a high-energy dog.  Are you a high-energy caretaker/family?
12. Portuguese Water Dogs are an intelligent breed that enjoys having a job.  Are you able to mentally stimulate your puppy enough to avoid their bored/stressed destructive behaviors?
13. Will you be attending any training classes with your puppy?
14. Are you willing to feed your PWD a very healthy diet?  If you require kibble, then we would ask it not be one with corn in it (this is commonly linked to health issues in dogs).
15. Are you willing to take your puppy in for all of their vaccinations in a timely fashion?
16. Are you willing to contact us, the breeders, if you find yourself in the position that you need to relinquish your puppy?
17. Are you willing to hold off on spaying/neutering your puppy until after the age of two years, despite default vet prompts to do so while younger, for the sake of your puppy’s longevity (lower odds of cancers and tumors, ligament and muscular and bone issues, mental atrophy, etc.)?
